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Reading Odd Meters
Now let’'s add some pitches. Count, and remember to maintain good hand posture.

You will find many of the following examples to be in the fashion of basslines. This is most often a

repeated rhythmic phrase with the pitches adjusted to fit the chord changes.

Example 16

Jazz Waltz
w_g CwMma7 F7 C Maj7 F-7
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Many musicians think of 12/8 as counting four-four with a triplet on each beat.

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Rests are always hard to play. Counting through the rests in odd meters is harder than normal. Work
slowly. It will come with repetition.
